Important Information to Know

TO REGISTER FOR CLASSES, you must complete both the
immunization requirement and health insurance requirement.

« Stop by the Welcome Table when you arrive to campus. Immunization requirement: You must submit evidence of mandatory immunizations (vaccines) and a
Tuberculosis (TB) Screening Questionnaire.

» Remember all sessions are required and important for you to attend.

» Avoid lines at the Required Immunization Verification by turning in your immunization documents at the Welcome Table

between o/6 and o/12. 1. If you haven’t already, Claim your Duck ID (UO email address).

2. Using your Duck ID, log in to the myUOHealth Student Portal and enter the dates of your completed vaccines.

» Do you need to print something? Visit the Office of International Affairs for free printing. Then upload a copy of either your vaccine record or the Certificate of Immunization Status form provided by
the UO. Mandatory immunizations include:
